Harper Lee

Harper Lee was born on April 26th, 1926 in

a small tfown in Alabama. In 1960, her first

and only novel, To Kill a Mockingbird, was
published. Harper grew up as the youngest child
of alawyer and is a self-described “tomboy.”
Harper’s mother suffered from mental illness and
rarely left the house.

Lee attended the University of Alabama, where
she studied law and English. While there she
wrote for the school newspaper and its humor
magazine The Rammer Jammer, which she went
on to become editor of. Lee later decided to
discontinue her law studies and focus upon her
writing. In 1949, af the age of 23, Lee moved
to New York in order to follow her dreams to
become a writer. Initially, Lee did not have ggeat
success and had a number of jobs, including
working as a ticket agent.

In 1959, she completed her novel, To
Mockingbird. The coming-of-age 3
young girl in 1930s Alabama was
by the literary community and the [
book also examined racism i
at a very opportune time in
won numerous awards includin restigio
Pulitzer Prize.
