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Graphic Organizers for Fiction Book Reports

You know that a fietion book is a novel or story that describes imaginary people and
events made up by the author, or the person who wrote the book. All fiction books have
characters (who the story is about), a setting (the time and place the story happens), and
plot (what happens in the book or story).

There are many good graphic organizers for fiction book reports. Each one includes some
or all of the elements of a fiction book. Sometimes, your teacher will tell you which kind of
graphic organizer to use when you present your fiction book report, but you will often have the
chance to choose your own organizer for your report. When you do get to choose, make sure
that the organizer gives you the opportunity to discuss some or all of the elements of fiction.

One very good graphic organizer for fiction books is the Chara ation Organizer.

The Story Frame ary graphic organizer
gives the reader an opportunity to summarize the
plot of a fiction book. In it, the reader identifies
the problem that must be solved in the story and
all the steps the characters took to solve it. It
concludes with an explanation of how the story
ends.

These are just some of the excellent graphic
organizers that can help you present a good
fiction book report. Remember, graphic organizers
tell you exactly what they do - organize your
ideas. Use them whenever you can to make sure
that you include everything that’s important in
your report or essay.
