To measure the distance between two places, Mapping Hint:
you have to use a ruler and a scale. However, this
method will only give you a straight-line distance
between two points. If you wish, for example, to find the
distance traveled by road between two points, you have
to use string to trace the route. Then, place the string along the scale and measure.

Straight line distances
are also known as,
‘as the crow flies.
