e crayons or markers
* glue
e constfruction paper
* SCissors
* photos or drawings of family,
pets, efc.
* yarn
* tape

Directions
1. Enlarge the patterns on this page so that
every child will have a set. Have children
use crayons or markers to draw their
faces and favorite clothing on the pat-
tern. Bits of yarn may be glued on for hair.

2. Have children glue their personal pic-
fures, photos or drawings onto construc-
fion paper and cut outf, leaving a 1"
frame around each picture.

4. Glue or tape lengths of yarn to the pic-
fures and the heart, and then glue or
tape to the backs of the arms and legs of
the figure.
